Realising that it could  
p ossib ly be the first 
scientific record in the
O.F.S. o f this inhabi­
tant o f tropical Africa 
a n d M adagascar , he 
brought it to  the Mu­seum, where his suspi­
cions were confirmed.
The excellent rains o f  
the last sum mer must 
h a ve con tribu ted to ­
wards a tem porary en­
largement o f the distri­
bution area o f this spe­
cies, when numerous 
sightings were also re­
corded in the Transvaal
The other photograph shows a w hite-brow ed coucal (**vleiloerie”, Centropus superciliosusj 
which was seriously injured when found at the hom estead o f  Mr N. M eyer o f  Merinoplaas, 
Bloem fontein, who donated it to the Museum. Although this coucal is n o t an uncom mon  
bird in the northern districts o f our Province, this particular one constitu tes an im portant 
scientific record on the southern lim its o f its distribution area.
